The study was done in India to establish a relationship between business cycle phases and
portfolio performance using market portfolios and mutual fund portfolios. The market portfolios
BSE Sensex and Nifty did not exhibit any relationship with business cycle phases. Even in
mutual funds majority of the portfolios did not bear any relationship with business cycle.
Statistical evidences did not support establishing a relationship between business cycle and
portfolio performance in India. Perhaps Behavioral Finance offers an explanation. Behavioral

Finance focuses on systematic irrationalities that guide investor’s decision making.
